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God Is Faithful 
Zephaniah 3:17, 18 

 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Once again, the redeemed nation is assured of the personal, dwelling presence of Jehovah. 
2. It is difficult to wrap our minds around the concept of an omniscient, omnipresent and omnipotent God.  
  A. Because God’s Knowledge is perfect, there is nothing so obscure as to be beyond His Awareness.  
3. This is a far cry from Hollywood’s rendition of God.  
  A. Some are just NOT comfortable with attributing to God the qualities which are super-human.  
  B. Even religious people seem bent on taking the punch out of God’s power. 
4. He is omnipotent, an able Deliverer. Omnipresence will abide NOT just in Judgement, BUT in Rejoicing.  
BODY: 
1. HE WILL REJOICE OVER THEE 
  A. Christians are to “REJOICE” in The Lord (Php 3:1, 3). 
    1. Christians were constantly warned about false teachers (enemies of Christ). 
  B. Christians are now God’s [Special] People (1 Pet 2:9).  
    1. [We] are limited to being able to learn from the past and experience in the present (Rom 15:4).  
    2. God’s Perfect Knowledge can be disquieting to those preferring to dwell in darkness (Heb 5:8, 9).  
  C. The Hebrew writer says, “Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things 
    are naked and opened unto the eyes of him with whom we have to do” (Heb 2:13; 4:13). NO hiding. 
    1. The perfect knowledge of God can be quite reassuring to those placing their TRUST in Him.  
2. HE WILL REST IN HIS LOVE 
  A. God Knows our needs BETTER than [we] and aware of our requests before [we] put them into words. 
    1. The Bible shares, “For if Jesus had given them rest, then would he not afterward have spoken of  
      another day. There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God. For he that is entered into his 
       rest, he also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his. Let us labour therefore to enter 
      into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief” (Heb 4:8-11).  
  B. He created the heaven and earth; whom [we] must worship and serve (Gen 1:1; Jn 4:23, 24; 12:26).  
    1. [We] can TRUST in the wisdom of our omnipotent God who says, “For my thoughts are not your 
      thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. For as the heavens are higher than the 
      earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts” (Isa 55:8, 9). 
  C. He is our God through acknowledging Him for who He Is without Him down to our level (Jn 3:16).  
  D. He is the omniscient, omnipresent and omnipotent, eternal King over all things [He Is our God]!!
